Hot Meals Order System
As advised earlier today, via an MCAS message, please remember that our school lunch ordering system is
changing (our provider, Taylor Shaw, remains the same). It is only the process for ordering that is changing.

What is Changing?

From 6™ January, we will be moving from the current lunch ordering process to MCAS. The old system will
not be available after this date.

Parents will have access to an easy-to-use online platform that can be accessed from home or mobile devices.
How it Works:

Parents will log into their MCAS account

Meal choices will be available to book up to Tuesday of the week before (as is the case now). PLEASE
NOTE - lunches for the first week back after Christmas MUST be placed by Tuesday 16™
December (sorry for the short notice, we have only just been made aware of this new system)
Payments will be processed securely online

Termly menus will be available

How do I check my orders?
Please navigate to the Dinner widget and at the ‘week commencing’ area at the top of the page, use the
arrows to click across to each week. Your orders will be displayed here.

We appreciate your patience as we transition to this new system.

Christmas Film After School Event - Wednesday 17" December

Just a reminder that if your child/ren are due to attend the film event, then the £3.00 payment needs to be
paid via MCAS by Monday 15™ December at the latest. This is to ensure we have the number of
participating pupils recorded in time to work out the logistics of home time dismissals and provide the
relevant number of snhacks etc. If your child is not on the list on 15™ then we will dismiss them to the gate as
usual.

To pay, please navigate o the 'Store’ at the bottom banner of your MCAS app and then click 'Add to Basket"'.
Please click on the basket icon and the ‘Checkout’ button o complete the payment process.

Please remember, if your child is attending Christmas Craft Club or Premier After Sports club prior to
joining the event, cost is reduced to £1.50, cash payable, on the afternoon. If your child is completing their
Christmas Craft at the Film Event, please pay the £3.00 via MCAS

This cost includes some sweet treats for your child to enjoy (bottle of water, packet of sweets and a
chocolate treat). If your child would like to bring in a snuggle blanket/slipper socks/slippers/cuddly toy
whilst they watch the film, they are more than welcome - they need to bring the item into school that
morning, in a named bag, and place it in their locker (on their peg for EYFS).
